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Innledning

Det a drive et auksjonshus er vel noe av det mest
spennende man kan gjore. Etter en vellykket avsluttet
auksjon vet man i stor grad ikke hvilke muligheter som
ligger rundt neste sving. Vil det dukke opp nok
spennende objekter til en ny auksjon, objekter som
tenner samlerinteressen i stor grad, som tilfredsstiller
samlere som venter pa nye spennende objekter til

a innlemme i samlingen?

Svaret pa disse spersmalene denne gang er i hvert fall
helt klart: Den auksjonen vi nd kan presentere er den
storste enkelt-auksjonen vi noen gang har kunnet
invitere til. Med et utrop pa 20 millioner kroner, og med
en internasjonal bredde i objekter vi sjelden har sett, er
det med fryd vi inviterer til Grand Hotel i hovedstaden
4. og 5. mai. Og la meg legge til - det er vel den mest
gullkantete auksjonen vi noen gang har forberedt. Jeg
sier gullkantet fordi vi aldri for har kunnet presentere en
auksjon med sa mange numismatiske objekter preget i
dette edle metallet: 197 antikke gullmynter, danske
gullmynter du nesten aldri ser pa auksjon, gull fra
Sverige, gull fra Skottland pa 14- og 1500-tall, gull fra
spanske kolonier i Ser-Amerika, kort sagt, det ma veere
lov 4 si at denne auksjonen virkelig glimrer!

Avdelingen med klassiske gullmynter er en avdeling vi er
uhyre stolte av & kunne presentere. Her er mynter som
store internasjonale auksjonshus ville kjempet om a fa
pa auksjonslistene sine, men sa er det altsa her hos Oslo
Myntgalleri du finner dem: Den sjeldneste av dem alle er
nok aureusen som ble preget av keiser Quintillus som
var keiser i droyt to maneder i ar 270. Den ropes ut til
300 000 kroner, med stort rom for budgivning. Fra
Ceesar finner du 13 aureii, fra keiser Augustus kan du
fratse blant 33 gullaureier; et slikt utvalg finner du ikke
en gang hos de storste internasjonale auksjonshusene.
Og med stolthet kan vi presentere de 12 casarene
samlet, i Norge har det bare skjedd en gang tidligere

pé 1980-tallet. Det var som mange vet den romerske
forfatteren Suetonius som i en avhandling han skrev

ca. 200 ar e.Kr. omtalte det han kalte de 12 ceesarene

- de 11 forste keiserne pluss Julius Caesar. En slik
mulighet til & presentere dette er ethvert internasjonalt
auksjonshus store onske, og jeg understreker det gjerne:
Dette er vi stolte av!

Men som nevnt innledningsvis, gullglansen stopper ikke
der. Ta den danske 5 dukaten fra 1659, vel en av de mest
makabre myntene som er preget nar det gjelder motiv.
Her ser du guds hdnd som vil kutte svenskekongens
hénd som strekker seg mot den danske kongekronen.
Eller ta den danske 6-daleren i gull fra 1604, en sterkt
etterspkt mynt internasjonalt, med kun meget fa kjente
eksemplarer i privat eie. Dette eksemplaret stammer fra
dublettsamlingen til russiske Eremitagen!

Vi kunne fortsatt med a ga gjennom gullmynt etter
gullmynt, og store flotte solvmynter fra land etter land,
men kom a se selv pa visningene vére. Dette er rett og
slett sjeldenheter du kanskje far se bare denne ene
gangen. Hvis du ikke er sa heldig at du kan innlemme en
eller flere av dem i egen samling!

Auksjonen var inneholder selvfolgelig mer enn gull- og
solvgleder. Det finnes store sjeldenheter i papir (!) ogsa,
og de kan du beskue i kanskje den mest interessante
samlingen norske sedler vi har presentert pa auksjon.
Hele 52 norske sedler fra specie-skillingperioden for
1877 kan vi med stolthet legge frem pa auksjonen, det
er et tilbud vi ikke har hatt pa lang tid. Her finner du
1-speciesedler fra 1830, 1849, 1851 og 1861 for bare a
nevne noen. Og antallet sedler fra kroneperioden er
meget stor, med naermere 200 objekter. Og hvis ikke noe
av det jeg hittil har omtalt frister, vil jeg tro at en
1/2-specie fra 1865, kjent i 9 eksemplarer i privat eie,
eller en 1/2 specie fra kong Christian IV, specier fra kong
Fredrik III fra tidsrommet 1654-1662, eller en reisedaler
fra 1704 i 0/01-kvalitet kan std som eksempler pa hva du
ellers kan glede deg til. Og la meg legge til — du kan ogsa
sikre deg en eller flere medaljer fra en stor og morsom
samling Landbruksmedaljer fra 1880 til 1920. Jeg tror
nettopp det viser bredden pé det auksjonstilbudet vi
presenterer denne gang. Det er totalt snakk om ca. 2100
objekter, og vi er stolte over a kunne invitere til en slik
auksjon, hvor vi venter at budgivere fra sveert mange
land vil veere tilstede. Velkommen!

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Forord Tron Jorstad

Har du noen gang vandret pa strandpromenaden i Playa
Blanca pa Lanzarote? En strandpromenade som i dag
regnes som stedets storste attraksjon, hoyt verdsatt av
fastboende og turister og hotelleiere i fellesskap. Men det
var ikke gitt at det skulle bli slik. Det var en nordmann
som fikk det til, selv om motstanden i utgangspunktet
var sterk. Nordmannen som fikk det til var hadelending
av opphav, og skulle vel egentlig ha overtatt som eier og
leder av det som den gang het Hadeland Turisthotell, i
dag Hotell Hadeland. Men Tron Jorstad ville det anner-
ledes. Han utdannet seg til ingenior, og etter en rekke
spennende utfordringer bade her hjemme og i bl.a. USA,
reiste Tron til Lanzarote for a jobbe for Club Lanzarote,
med utbygging av en turistby med urbanisasjoner,
hoteller, veier og annen infrastruktur i Playa Blanca.
Han fant fort ut at dette var stedet han ville bo resten av
livet, og slik ble det. Frem til 2002, da firmaet Club
Lanzarote ble solgt, var Tron Jorstad direkter. Men
pensjonist-tilveerelsen fortsatte han i sitt elskede paradis,
hvor han etter 48 ar kjente alle kelnere og drosjesjaforer
og ner sagt alle andre lokale innbyggere. Han ble en
legende i byen, og dede i 2020 mens han inntok en
bedre lunsj pa en restaurant med venner og naboer!

Vi ensket a gi myntsamleren dette innledende risset av
et godt levet liv. For midt oppe i alt som kontinuerlig
skjedde, var Tron en ivrig numismatiker. Det hadde
startet med norske 1800-talls mynter, og fortsatte med
norske numismatiske objekter fra 1600- og 1700-tallet.
Men med sitt nye «fedreland» ble det ogsa helt naturlig
at Tron ogsa fattet stor interesse for mynter fra Spania
og ikke minst spanske besittelser i Sor-Amerika. Her
innlemmet han mange flotte gullmynter og store
selvmynter, og i tillegg fristet gullobjekter ogsa fra bl.a.
Italia og England, Sverige og Danmark. Denne gangen
har vi fatt eeren av a selge en vesentlig del av Trons

samling over spanske mynter, og vi kan tilby et rikt
utvalg mynter fra Spania samt spanske besittelser i
Europa, Amerika, og Asia. Utbudet konsentrerer seg
hovedsakelig rundt de spanske escudos (gullmyntene)
og reales (selvmyntene) som ble utgitt av de spanske
kongene fra midten av 1500-tallet og opp til det revolu-
sjonaere 1800-tallet, som dessuten ble preget av mynt-
reformer og innferingen av den spanske peseta.

I Ghana i Vest-Afrika, eller Gullkysten, fantes det en dansk besittelse fra ca. 1660 til den ble solgt til Storbritannia i

1850. Den ble forst drevet av Det vestindisk-guineiske handelskompani, men ble overtatt av staten i 1754. Christiansborg
var den viktigste danske festningen, og den ld i dagens Accra som nd er hovedstad i Ghana. Handelskompaniet hadde
monopol pd handelen, og drev i utgangspunktet med elfenben og gull, men slavehandel ble etter hvert hovedsaken.
Slavene ble fraktet over havet til kompaniets og andres besittelser i Vest-India. Kompaniet fikk stadig preget gullmynter

i Kobenhavn, oftest av gull fra Gullkysten, og festningen Christiansborg var et vanlig motiv slik som pd dukaten fra 1740.

Det vestindisk-guineiske kompani skaffet seg tre oyer i Vestindia: St. Thomas, St. Jan og St. Croix, og disse ble overtatt
av staten da det overtok kompaniet i 1754. Pd koloniene ble det drevet plantasjeproduksjon av sukkerror, og rasukkeret
ble foredlet i Danmark og Norge. Til plantasjene trengtes det slaver fra Afrika. Totalt regner man med at ca. 120 000
slaver ble utskipet fra dansk Guinea, hvorav ca. 50 000 til de danske besittelsene i Vestindia. I en forordning i 1792 ble
det bestemt at den dansk-norske slavehandelen skulle avskaffes i lopet av ti dr, men slaveriet pa de danske koloniene
pagikk til 1848. 1 1917 ble de tre oyene solgt til USA. Helt fra Christian VI's tid ble det preget mynter i Kobenhavn til
bruk i Vestindia, men bare i 1904 og 1905 ble det preget gullmynter i valorene 20 og 50 francs (trolig fordi gullfrancs
ble brukt som en internasjonal regnemynt). Reversmotivet pa gullmyntene er ganske interessant: en kvinne, trolig av
afrikansk opprinnelse, om bord i en bdt med hoyre hind pd roret og pd venstre side bananer, kokosnetter, sukkerror og

This intriguing issue struck in July 43 BC marks the first time when the portraits of Octavian and Julius Caesar appear
on the same coin. This is also one of very few gold coins bearing the portrait of Julius Caesar, all issued after his death.
Marcus Antony had already struck silver denarii bearing his own portrait together with that of the murdered dictator
earlier the same year. As a response, Octavian minted this coin as a clear statement that he was the adopted son and
rightful heir of Caesar, and not Marcus Antonius.

Domitius Ahenobarbus was a general and high-ranking politician during the Ist century BC and played a secondary

role during the chaotic years of the First and Second Triumvirate. He is known to have switched his alliance between the
triumvirs several times. I 42 BC he was awarded the title Imperator after defeating the fleet of Gnaeus Domitius Calvinus
outside Brindisium, a general loyal to Octavian.

This magnificent aureus struck by Ahenobarbus in 41 BC is extremely rare and less than 10 specimens are known in
private collections. The aureus displays a magnificent portrait of Ahenobarbus and must have been produced by a very
skilled die-engraver. The portrait is strikingly different and far superior to the stylistic and sometimes cartoonish portraits
on the relatively common silver denarii. A cataloger at Numismatica Ars Classica suggests that the portraits might
represent two different persons and further argues that the stylistically different portrait on the denarius might represent
an ancestor of Ahenobarbus, while the aureus bears the portrait of the Imperator himself. This is still heavily debated, and
many scholars argue that both portraits represent an ancestor. The reverse likely depicts the Temple of Neptune on the
Campus Martius in Rome which was built by Ahenobarbus in 32 BC to commemorate his naval victory. It is uncertain if
the temple was a completely new structure or a restoration of an older temple.

During the chaotic third century AD, the art of the die-engravers saw a dramatic decline and is often recognized by
hastily produced dies and carelessly struck coins. Silver coinage was replaced by low grade billon coinage and gold coins
became infrequently issued and often with significant variation in weights. The aurei struck under the reign of Quintillus
is one of few exceptions, and his aurei are unusually well made for the period.
Quintillus was the brother of the former emperor Claudius II (Gothicus) and ascended the throne in early AD 70 when
Claudius died from plague in January the same year. His accension was approved by the Roman Senate. However, he
only reigned for a little more than two months and was challenged by the cavalry commander Aurelian who had been
proclaimed emperor by his troops in Pannonia. Quintillus likely committed suicide after his soldiers deserted him in the
favor of Aurelian and his far superior army of veterans from the gothic wars.
All known aurei of Quintillus are struck at the Milan mint and with the same elaborate obverse die showing a noble
portrait of the emperor.
