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INNLEDNING

Auksjon 40 ma sies & ha veert en suksess. Ny norsk rekord i
omsetning, vi endte pa over 100 millioner kroner, og muligens ny
europeisk rekord for hoyeste pris pa en enkeltmynt. 100 Ducaten fra
1621 var en stor hgydare for mange, og det gér trolig en stund for
noe slikt omsettes igjen. Med en totalpris pa over 23 millioner, var
det en utrolig opplevelse, som vi er glade vi fikk dele med alle dere
som var med oss da. Men auksjon 41 blir neppe darligere, her vil
dere se at vi nok en gang har fortsatt med den hoye standarden.

Vi begynner hjemme, i Norge med en ikonisk og historisk viktig
Triquetra penning som objekt nr. 1. Denne mynten er preget i
Harald Hardréades regjeringstid og spilte stor rolle i etablering av
Norges tidligste myntvesen. Penningen fra Tensberg og den meget
pene penningen fra Olav IV Hakonsson ma ogsa nevnes. Vi kan
tilby mange flotte speciedalere, marker og skillinger. En del av dem,
som for eksempel den neer usirkulerte 8 skillingen 1661 kommer
fra samlingen til Per Hansen.

Auksjonens over 600 utenlandske objekter er i en liga helt for seg
selv. Starter man jordomseilingen i Australia, er gullklumpen

«The Map of Tassie» med sine 389 gram ganske enkelt imponerende.
Tar man turen over Stillehavet til USA, finner man mer enn 50
attraktive mynter fra 1793 og fremover. Vi drar videre i Europa,
hvor reisen blir enda villere. Selv om det finnes en sjeldent attraktiv
samling av tidligere danske og engelske mynter, ligger tyngde-
punktet blant de utenlandske myntene i Europa pa 1500-, 1600- og
1700-tallet, med rekker av bade multiple talere og multiple dukater
- inkludert mange unike eller «bare» ekstremt sjeldne eksemplarer.

En virkelig mastodont blant de store gullmyntene er 20 Scudi 1684
pa 66,67 gram, hvis myntherre er saerdeles interessant. Det var
Viktor Amadeus II av Savoia (1675-1730), som i 1720 ble den farste
kongen av Sardinia, og dermed bidro til 4 legge grunnlaget for den
senere samlingen av den italienske staten. Enda sjeldnere er
Portugaleseren (10 dukat) fra nederlandske Deventer, som antakelig
er det eneste bevarte eksemplaret fra en kort utmynting rundt 1640.
Det bys ogsé frem imponerende gullmynter fra blant annet Spania,
Osterrike, Tyskland, Transilvania, Sveits, Russland, Storbritannia,
Portugal, Polen og Danmark.

Likeledes spenner splvmyntene vidt bade geografisk, kronologisk,

i form og vekt. Det gar for eksempel fra en usedvanlig sjelden dansk
halvbrakteat fra ca. 970-980 e.Kr. p4 0,13 gram, via runde, fire- og
sekskantede mynter, til enorme (0og nermest abnorme) 6- og
10-talere — hvor sistnevnte er en ekte «solvtallerken» fra tyske
Braunschweig-Liineburg 1609 p4 hele 286 gram.

Avdelingen med mynter fra Sverige og svenske besittelser
inneholder denne gangen et fantastisk bredt utvalg av bade sjeldne
og flotte gull- og selvmynter. Hele 170 objekter med blant annet
Mark 1575 som er det eneste eksemplaret i privat eie, ekstremt
sjeldne 2 Daler uten ar fra kong Erik XIV. og meget sjeldne

20 Marken uten ar fra kong Gustav II. Adolf. Myntproduksjon i
regjeringstiden til dronning Kristina er representert med 37 objekter
i var katalog. Objekt 621, 5 dukat 1645 preget i Riga er uhyre sjelden
praktmynt med fint, stort og detaljert portrett av Kristina. Dette
eksemplaret er et av kun tre kjente i privat eie og er uten tvil en

av auksjonens heydepunkter.

La oss avslutte reisen pa lordagen med a ta turen fra Danmark til
Asia. Baksiden av katalogen prydes av et sublimt eksemplar av

den danske piaster 1771. Den ble preget i Kebenhavn i 1774 som
handelsmynt beregnet for Asia. Kom og bli med pa en fantastisk reise
den 22.-23. november i Oslo! Og lordagen inneholder mer ogsa.

Auksjonen fortsetter med antikke mynter der vi starter med en

flott avdeling med greske mynter. Det soleklare hgydepunktet er en
meget flott oktadrakme fra kong Antiokos IIT av Selevkiderriket.
Denne store gullmynten pa hele 34,14 gram er meget sjelden og
blant de beste eksemplarene som man kjenner til. Utropet starter pa
2000 000. De greske myntene etterfolges av en flott avdeling med
romerske mynter som kan skilte med bade gullaureii og selvdenarer
i flotte kvaliteter. Det store hgydepunktet er allikevel en liten
gullmynt, tremissis, av keiser Olybrius som regjerte i det
vestromerske riket noen fa méneder i ar 472 e. Kr. Olybrius ma veere
en av de vanskeligste romerske keiserne a samle mynter fra da man
bare kjenner i underkant av 15 mynter hvorav en stor andel ligger i
offentlige samlinger. Utropet starter pa 2 000 000. Den antikke
avdeling avsluttes med noen flotte gullmynter fra Bysants.

Programmet pa sendag starter med den andre delen av medalje-
samlingen til Tore Hogetveit. Sma og store kunstverk gravert av
Ivar Throndsen som for eksempel den tidlige og sjeldne bronse-
medaljen preget i forbindelse med industriutstilling p4 Hamar i
1882 eller den nydelige belonningsmedaljen i selv fra Kristiania
Sporveisselskap skal finne nye hjem hos samlere. Bredt utvalg av
medaljer i flotte kvaliteter som ble godt tatt vare pa, mange i
originale etui. Dagen fortsetter med flere medaljer og med polletter.
Det er ikke hver gang vi kan tilby Medaljen for edel daad i gull fra
kong Oscar II. eller store, flotte gsterrikiske kroningsmedaljer i gull.
Vi kan ogsé tilby en rekke av flotte danske selvmedaljer med blant
annet portrettmedaljen preget ca i 1640 under kong Christian IV.

Vi fortsetter med en krone/eredel, hvor man finner en god del
mynter i de hoyeste kvalitetene. Flere av kronemyntene fra Oscar II
er i kvalitet 0, samt at du ogsa finner de aller fleste gullmyntene fra
bade ham og Haakon VII denne gang ogsa. En av myntene fra
denne perioden har lurva pa likje, og er et spennende samleomrade,
som f.eks. historien om 2-grer med innslatt nummer som ble
benyttet av motstandsbevegelsen i Moss under krigen. Du finner
den som objekt 1223 i katalogen.

Auksjon avsluttes med en innholdsrik seddelavdeling. Her finner du
blant annet 9 sedler fra Oscar II, 100 kroner 1907 og en rekke gode
og tidlige 5 og 10 kronere fra 2. utgave. Videre finner du mange
erstatningssedler inkludert de meget sjeldne 5 kroner 1948 Z
(0-million), 50 kroner 1959 Z (0-million) og 2 kroner 1948 Z
(8-million). Videre kan vi tilby to skikkelige godbiter fra Svalbard,
25 gre 1941/42 fra Store Norske Spitsbergen Kulkompani og 5 kopek
1935 fra Trust Arktikugol, begge kjent i sveert fa eksemplarer pa
samlerhender. Seddelavdelingen avsluttes med en sekvens utland der
du blant annet kan sikre deg en stor kinesisk seddel fra Ming
Dynastiet med papir laget av barken fra morbeertreet.

He was the youngest son of Duke John III
of Saxe-Weimar. In 1622, the then seventeen-year-old initially joined the service of Frederick V of the Palatinate
(1610-1623), later serving as an officer in Danish and Dutch service until military defeats in the Protestant camp
forced him to retire from military service for four years starting in 1627. After Sweden entered the war, Bernhard
joined the troops of the Swedish King Gustav II Adolf. Within a year, he commanded the Swedish King’s personal
regiment and led his own command in southern Germany. Bernhard rose to fame when he assumed supreme
command at the Battle of Liitzen following the death of Gustav IT Adolph and prevented the Swedish Protestant
army from being forced into retreat. Subsequently, Bernhard shared command of the Swedish Protestant troops with
Swedish Field Marshal Gustav Horn and became Duke of Franconia - a ‘new’ Duchy created from the conquered
Bishoprics of Bamberg and Wiirzburg. In 1634, the Swedish army suffered a severe defeat at the Battle of Nordlingen,
resulting in the loss of the Duchy of Franconia. The following year, Bernhard effectively transferred to French
service. At the end of 1638, he succeeded in capturing the strategically important fortress of Breisach (see lot 334),
which had been of great value to the Spanish supply lines, before dying of illness on July 18, 1639. He is considered
one of the most successful Protestant generals of the Thirty Years’ War.

Antiochos III was king of the Seleukid empire between 223 and 187 BC. He was the seventh Seleukid king and is
remembered as one of the great rulers of the Seleukid dynasty. During his reign he restored much of the empire to its
former glory, almost resembling the vast empire of Alexander III (the great). The empire spanned from Europe to modern
day Afghanistan. However, his military success would soon come to an end. In 192 BC he invaded Greece and came

into conflict with the Roman Republic. The Romans where a formidable fighting force and Antiochos suffered several
devastating defeats. In 188 BC he was forced to sign an unfavorable treaty at Apamea and had to give up his territories
north of the Taurus mountains and committed to pay an enormous indemnity. Antiochos was desperately searching for
money to appease Rome and in 187 BC he was killed by a furious mob in Elymais where he tried to raid a temple for its
treasures. The production of a large gold issue such as the octadrachm was highly unusual in the Greek world. The only
exception was the Ptolemies of Egypt who issued large gold coins on a regular scale due to their unique possession of large
gold deposits. In the rest of the Greek realm, the gold stater was usually the largest gold denomination in the monetary
systems. The production of large gold coins is often related to ceremonial issues or produced in times of crisis with urgent
need of money for large transactions. The octadrachms of Antiochos III seem to be no exception. This coin is not struck
from specially prepared dies that should be excepted for a ceremonial issue. In fact, the coin is struck from the same dies
as a common silver tetradrachm. According to Houghton and Lorber in Seleucid Coins, part 1, the coin is attributed

to an uncertain mint in Mesopotamia and was minted between 197-192 BC (SC 1132.3b). At this time the province of
Mesopotamia had been under Seleukid control for some time and Antiochos was campaigning against the Ptolemies in
Asia Minor and Thrace. We do not know the purpose of the mintage of these coins which today are excessively rare.

They may have been used as special bonuses to high military officials after successful campaigns.

Britannicus was born on 12 February 41 AD and was the son of emperor Claudius and his third wife Messalina. The
boy’s name was initially Tiberius Claudius Germanicus, but this was changed to Tiberius Claudius Caesar Britannicus
after the Roman conquest of Britain in 43 AD. He was the natural heir to the throne, but this would change after
Claudius had Messalina executed for conspiring against him in AD 48. He married Agrippina junior, his own nice who
was an ambitious and power-hungry woman. She convinced Claudius to adopt her own son Nero as his heir to the throne
and made sure that Britannicus fell out of favor. When Claudius died of natural causes, or possible poisoning in AD 54,
Nero was proclaimed emperor. It did not take long for Nero to get rid of Britannicus as he had him poisoned during a
dinner party in AD 55. The sestertii of Britannicus have long been a matter of debate. Together with a small series of
sestertii and dupondii from Nero and Agrippina, the actual mint of these coins has not yet been identified. Indeed, the
coins bear Latin inscriptions, but the style and fabric are quite different from the aes coinage produced at the western
mint of Lugdunum. The Rome mint did not produce any aes coinage during this period and is clearly not good candidate.
In the later years, these issues have been attributed to a mint in Thrace, a theory which has been further strengthened by
numerous finds of the coins in the Balkans region. It is believed that the coins were struck for use by the Roman legions
serving on the eastern border.

Anicius Olybrius was western Roman emperor from July 472 and until he died in October later that year. Little is
known about his rule as emperor, but we know that his rule was not recognized as legitimate by the eastern Roman
emperor, Leo I (457-474 AD). Olybrius came from a prominent family of the Italian aristocracy and was wealthy
and had political influence. He was married to Placidia, daughter of the former emperor Valentinian III and his wife
Eudoxia. Olybrius relocated from Rome to Constantinople just before Rome was sacked by the Vandals in 455 AD.
However, his wife Placidia, her sister Eudocia the younget, and her mother Eudoxia, had remained in Rome and were
all taken prisoners by the Vandals and brought to Carthage. The king of the vandals, Gaiseric, married off Eudocia
to his own son Huneric. Emperor Leo, negotiated with Gaiseric and managed to get Placidia and Eudoxia sent back
to Constantinople after seven years as hostages at the Vandal court. Olybrius formed an unlikely relationship with
Gaiseric as Eudocia was betrothed to Huneric and had to remain in Carthage. Gaiseric even tried to place Olybrius
on the throne of Western Rome to increase his own influence over the weakened empire, but his plans failed.

Olybrius’ ties with the emperor in Constantinople and the Vandal king in Carthage made him the perfect ambassador
to mediate a conflict between Richimer, the Magister militum of Germanic origin who literally ruled Western

Rome, and Anthemius, Leo’s own choice for the Western throne. In 472 AD Olybrius travelled to Rome to help
Anthemius. However, little is known about what happened when Olybrius arrived in Rome. We know that Ricimer
had Anthemius killed and that he offered the Western throne to Olybrius, most likely due to his connections with the
Vandal kings. Olybrius accepted Ricimer’s offer and seems to have ruled as a puppet emperor for half a year until he
died of an illness.

Olybrius is only known to have produced gold solidii and tremisses. The coins bear no mint mark, but scholars
have suggested Rome and Mediolanum as the most likely places. His coins are extremely rare today and only four
specimens of the solidii and nine tremisses are known to us. Of these, only one solidus and four tremisses are in
private collections.

De
fleste av dagens arbeidere i Arktikugol kommer fra Ukraina.

Trust Arktikugol har hatt egne betalingsmidler i form av sedler, mynter og polletter allerede frd forste driftsdr. Disse
betalingsmidlene gav innehaveren mulighet til 4 kjope varer fra virksomhetens utsalgssteder. I 1931 kom den forste serien
med sedler, og i 1979 kom den siste. I 1946 kom den forste serien med mynter, i valprene 10, 15, 20 og 50 kopek. I 1993 ble
det stor oppstandelse da det kom en serie mynter i valorene 10, 25, 50 og 100 rubler pdtrykt «Den Russiske Foderasjonen
Spitsbergen». Dette var helt uakseptabelt for den norske regjeringen, og utgivelsen ble etter kort tid trukket tilbake.

BJORNGOYA

Bjornoya ligger omtrent midt mellom
Fastlands-Norge og Svalbard, i grensen mellom
Norskehavet og Barentshavet. Arealet er pd 178
km?, og oyen er en del av aygruppa Svalbard.
Bjorneya ble oppdaget 10.juni 1596 under en
ekspedisjon av nederlandske Willem Barents.
Pa vei inn til land motte hans folk en
svommende isbjorn, og han gav derfor oya
navnet Bjornoya. Historisk har Bjorngya bydd
pa store fangstressurer av bl.a. sel, hvalross og
fisk, men man oppdaget ogsd tidlig at Bjornoya
hadde gode forekomster av kull.

Kullselskapet Bjornoen A/S ble dannet i 1918,
etter forloperen 1/S Bjornoen Kulkompani, og de
hadde pa det meste over 200 mann i arbeid om
sommeren og en produksjon opp mot 20000 tonn kull. Driften ble imidlertid ikke sa lonnsom, og det oppstod tidlig okonomiske
problemer, dels pga brann, ulykker og streik blant de ansatte, og i 1932 overtok staten de private aksjene. I dag er det ingen
permanent bosetning pd Bjornoya, men den metrologiske stasjonen er bemannet dret rundt.
